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Oldest rower wins
gold at the Masters

The oldest competitor in the rowing a
the Sydney 2009 World Masters Gani
has won a gold medal at the Sydney
International Regatta Centre.

Ralph Howard, 91, has been rowing f
75 years.

In that time, Howard has won a swag
medals at various regattas, including
World Masters Games.

"Being the oldest competitor here, it
was good to win," he said.

In a hard fought battle with the crews
from the Ancient Mariners and Com-
mercial clubs, Howard and his crew
members from the Banks Rowing CI(
in Melbourne managed to cross the li
first in a tight finish to take home the
gold.

"It made all the suffering of the past 4
years worthwhile," he explained.

"When you win, it pays off all the timg
you putin."

Although being extremely successful
the second half of his career, he adm
he struggled early on.

"l rowed in London for 30 years," he
said, "but it wasn'’t successful and be
came a little boring."

But it all changed when he came bac
from a break due to World War Two,
this time rowing in Australia, in par-
ticular at World Masters Games.

"In Masters, you're in your own age
group,"” he said.

"Then | started winning," Howard ex-
plained.

"In open rowing, you may compete
against someone years younger."

Even with all his success, the veterar
not planning to slow down.

"I'll retire when my crew mates throw
me out of the boat," he joked.

"They'll let you know when they say,
‘have you thought of taking up
darts?’...that's the time to go."
